The included

template will have access to the same variables that the current

template does.

You can add additional variables to the context of the included

template by passing a map after the with  keyword. The

included template will have access to the same variables that the

current template does plus the additional ones defined in the

map passed after the with  keyword:
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←  IMPORT MACRO→

{% include "advertisement" with {"foo":"bar"} %}

Dynamic Include

The include  tag will accept an expression to determine the

template to include at runtime. For example:

{% include admin ? 'adminFooter' : 'defaultFooter' %}
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
